Dear Parent or Guardian:

	As we begin this school year, I invite you to explain how I can empower your child to be successful in Advanced Placement English class.  I have asked students to read and discuss the Policies and Procedures handout with their families and to have a parent or guardian complete the questionnaire.  Please respond to the questionnaire in as much detail as you wish, so I will understand your child’s strengths and problematic areas more.  This knowledge will enable me to address your child’s English curriculum needs.
	In addition, throughout the school year, I will be providing updates and resources to help your child be successful.  At the beginning of every academic week, I will discuss the goals and expectations for the week.  Weekly agendas can be accessed on my website at http://shadley4.edublogs.org/.  You might also consider signing up for remind.com to receive class updates.  The directions for remind.com are on the Policies and Procedures handout.  If a student has any missing assignments, I will send home a letter and questionnaire on a green piece of paper, which I call a green slip.  Green slips will be given to students at the beginning of every academic week.  The green slip is to inform you about missing assignments and provide me with ways to help your child.  Students will also receive printed school progress reports and report cards.  The first progress report will be given to students around October 4, and the first report card will be given to students shortly after the quarter ends on November 8. 	Advanced Placement payments are due on October 31, 2019.  The AP exam fee is $94 per exam; $53 per exam for students receiving free/reduced lunch.  Please speak with Mrs. Steiner, the AP coordinator, if you do have questions or concerns about the fee.
